1 Day – 10 Malls – 1000 Units of Blood 
 
Western Cape - 22 May 2023. The Western Cape Blood Service (WCBS) is excited to 
announce that their big bleed - 1 Day – 10 Malls – 1000 Units of Blood – will take 
place this coming Saturday, 27 May 2023. This will be the fourth time that WCBS 
hosts this initiative. During winter, blood stocks typically decline and it is a struggle 
to maintain the required 5-day blood stock levels.   
 
This challenge aims to collect 1000 units of blood on the day. As the need for new 
blood donors increase, WCBS increased the target for this challenge and would like 
to welcome at least 200 new blood donors to start their remarkable life-saving 
journey. “We are inviting our donors to please support us by bringing a friend when 
you come and donate and in doing so inspire others to donate blood.  We are hoping 
to welcome 200 or more new blood donors to our blood donor family,” says Marike 
Carli, Public Relations Manager for the WCBS.
